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Connecting with an F2-BT

Connection completes after “Connecting” appears on the iOS/iPadOS/Android device.

If more than one F2-BT is detected, the ID will be displayed after the model name, such as F2(1) and 
F2(2), starting with the second detected unit.

NOTE

•	 If connection is not successful, move the device closer to the F2-BT or move both to a place where 
nothing interferes with radio waves and start F2 Control again. Confirm also that the Bluetooth func-
tion of the iOS/iPadOS/Android device can be used. If connection is still not possible, confirm that 
Bluetooth Function is set to F2 Control in F2 Editor.
